Report on
Recommendations from FAEIS Panel 2006 and Response
July 2007

Recommendations were derived from FAEIS Panel discussion notes during the July 2006 annual meeting.  Responses are provided as a report back to the Panel in 2007 and for further elaboration of any item that needs additional action.

Recommendation 1  
Proceed with the College Enrollment Survey as requested by Ian Maw 
Response
College enrollment surveys were completed by Telephone survey. 
Recommendation 2

Complete the College Profile of each institution and their colleges and departments.
Response
College profiles have been in use for FAEIS Help Desk for several years.  In 2007 this information was published for all data entry users.   Now all users can see the profile information we have collected for all institutions in FAEIS.
Recommendation 3
New and innovative programs that departments are developing should be made available in order to use FAEIS to market those programs.  We should also determine how this fit in the new and emerging fields on FAEIS.
Response

Information on new programs is part of the FAEIS database. We will spotlight the new and innovative programs in the newsletter. We’re not clear if the programs should be further spot lighted.
Recommendation 4
The newsletter should be made available to the Deans possibly as a hard copy.
Response

Newsletters were published monthly from September, 2006 through June, 2007.  Newsletters were shared with FAEIS users via listserv and the public website.
Recommendation 5
The newsletter should indicate who participated in FAEIS surveys and that the program is continually open to input data.
Response

A series of reminders were directed to FAEIS institutional representative to encourage use of FAEIS. Advice is needed from FAEIS panel on whether publicly listing non participants is desirable. 
Recommendation 6
Create a FAEIS teaser on a tri fold on the web site as an advertisement for participation

Response

We have focused on enhancing the newsletter and other enhancement to the website that meet the spirit of this recommendation. 
A fold out brochure for distributions at meetings has not yet been completed.
Recommendation 7
Upload data from NCES, specifically degrees awarded for schools who do not participate at all in FAEIS.

Response 
We determined that we could not backfill with the NCES data for participating institutions because of the fact the CIPS were not one to one correspondence.

Recommendation 8
Determine a 1994 institutions liaison who would be a FAEIS cheerleader.

Response

A representative from AHEC was invited to the 2007 FAEIS Peer Panel meeting.  No response was received to the invitation.
Recommendation 9
Determine how schools could obtain better placement survey responses at least from the undergraduates.

Response

It is not clear how to take action on this item and perhaps beyond the scope of FAEIS without a major independent study. This type of study does not appear to be in our current mandate. 
Recommendation 10

Determine the definition of agriculture as it will be used in FAEIS. 
Response

The consensus was to support agriculture as a very broad field and include programs each institution designates as agriculture.

Recommendation 11
Develop new methods to upload data utilizing excel sheets.
Response

Excel worksheets for student surveys were developed and published on the FAEIS website.  Usage was light, with only 3 users choosing this method to submit data to FAEIS.
Recommendation 12
Develop newsletters to keep everyone informed of developments in FAEIS.
Response

Newsletters were published monthly from September, 2006 through June, 2007.  Newsletters were shared with FAEIS users via listserv and the public website.

Recommendation 13
Complete the BOHS survey

Response

A leadership change at BOHS caused a loss of momentum for the BOHS survey.  The second year for the BOHS survey was distributed in July, 2007.
Recommendation 14
Complete the new International Survey
Response

A national Delphi study was completed to determine the format, style and content of the FAEIS international database. A model was created from the findings and presented to the FAEIS Panel, COP meetings, NASULGC Annual meeting and at a European meeting of colleges of agriculture for additional feedback. This input was assimilated to create the first roll out of a FAEIS International Module. After review by the project panel of experts, an Alpha test was completed in March with selected institution that provided feedback on technical aspects and general response. A Beta test was launched in May after the current FAEIS data input for 2006 was completed. The Beta Test is proving successful and continuing through the end of July. Full launch will coincide with FAEIS routine data collection schedule in Fall 2007.
