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Status of Recommendations 
from the 2008 FAEIS Peer Panel Meeting
November 11 & 12, 2008
Chicago, Illinois

It is the desire of the Board on Human Sciences (BOHS) to continue the Benchmarking Survey with modifications to the Academic Areas used in the survey. 
Status: The BOHS survey was modified and completed with record-level participation. 

It was recommended that we proceed to feature the new CIP codes on the FAEIS web site as well as the newsletter. 

Status: The website now has a CIP Codes link on the navigation sidebar. The 2010 CIP Code information has been added to the website. CIp information is provided regularly in FAEIS newsletters.
It was suggested that FAEIS create a custom newsletter with reports for specific Family and Consumer Sciences/Human Sciences (FCS/HS) audiences. Other customized newsletters (such as 1890) may help to promote FAEIS. 

Status: FAEIS newsletter features FCS/HS  in 7 of the 10 newsletters between December 2008 and September 2009. Two newsletters in this time period were exclusively related to FCS/HS topics. There were no other customized newsletters.
The Peer Panel confirmed the desire to continue to meet at the end of the NASULGC (now called APLU) meeting. APLU meets in 2009 in Washington D.C. November 15-17. 

Status: Meeting planned to be carries out at the end of the 2009 APLU Annual meetin.g
It was suggested that FAEIS continue to look for opportunities to provide training workshops for data entry users. It was also suggested that these could be done remotely.
Status: No training workshops were provided since the last Peer Panel meeting. 
Regarding the International Programs Database, there was a question about whether students studying abroad are coded to the correct program area for FCS/HS programs that reside in a College of Agriculture.   In other words, are FCS/HS and FNR programs being represented in the IPD?  Are there alternate ways of obtaining FCS/HS & FNR data for the IPD?

Status: The BOHS Benchmark Survey collects study-abroad data by CIP. We are proposing to the Peer Panel to expand the Benchmark Survey to all institutions and academic units. 
Need to check BOHS and CAFCS membership lists for accuracy. There was some question about the number of BOHS institutions shown on one of the PowerPoint slides from the “year in review” presentation. 

Status: BOHS and CAFCS Membership lists were check for accuracy. 
It was suggested that FAEIS staff track the use of FAEIS data that are used for published journal articles, theses and dissertations in order to more effectively document the value of FAEIS.
Status: To be done by Jolene before ’09 PP mtg.
Student Placement categories are confusing to some members of the peer panel. FAEIS staff should consider means to provide definitions and examples of placement categories.  One suggestion from the BOHS meeting was to consider using the job categories from the USDA employment projections report.
Status: Not done. Help desk will place more emphasis on Placement surveys in 2009-2010. 
It was suggested that FAEIS consider documenting in the International Programs database the number of international students participating in exchanges with US universities. 

Status: Not done.
Ideas for newsletter: citizenship of doctoral FCS/HS students/faculty (like the November, 2008 newsletter); veterinary medicine; environmental science; race of graduate students.
Status: A number of these topics were used during the past year. 
FAEIS needs to check with the Vet Med association about their intentions to continue to be represented on the Peer Panel. 

Status: Not done.
FAEIS and USDA-HEP needs to identify a HSI representative for the Peer Panel.

Status: Sul Ross University is an HSI, so Rob Kinucan can be considered a HIS representative. 
FAEIS should consider adding a representative of 2 year Ag-Tech programs such as community colleges and 4-year bachelor of technology programs. Terry Hughes of SUNY-Cobleskill was suggested.
Status: No progress. 
FAEIS and USDA-HEP can check with the Vet Med Association about getting additional vet med data.  Also a suggestion to add a Peer Panel member from a College of Veterinary Medicine.  And a question of how to account for pre-vet and PhD students in Veterinary Medicine.
Status: Not done.
Before the 2009 Peer Panel meeting, the FAEIS team will check all MOU’s with member organizations for their current status. For those members whose 3 year term is expired, we need to have a formal statement from the organization to document the intent of the organization to continue the member’s term for another 3 year period or to name a replacement. 

Status: In process. 
The eXtension web site and system should be reviewed for ideas to enhance the FAEIS web site.

Status: Not done. 
FAEIS PI’s, staff and GRA’s should be utilizing FAEIS data for publishing journal articles. 

Status: Two journal articles featuring FAEIS are now in the pipeline for the NACTA Journal.
It was suggested to create a Wikipedia entry for FAEIS.
Status: Not done.
It was suggested that we need to “whitelist” the newsletter to reduce problems with it being tagged as SPAM. And that we need to ensure that HTML code does not appear in the Preview Pane, is it did for at least one Peer Panel member.  Also to add an HTML link to the newsletter at the top of the email with the newsletter.
Status: Not done. 
It was suggested that SERD create a similar document to the “USDA Living Science” pub for the FCS/HS program area. 
Status: Out of the purview of FAEIS.
When asked by Ella Smith for suggestions on how to enhance the agriculture career marketing materials, several suggestions came forth including adding short Flash movies of interviews with professionals in each of the featured fields. It was also suggested that the material be provided in CD format. 
Status: Out of the purview of FAEIS.
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
