2009-2010 FAEIS Team Accomplishments
1. PARTICIPATION BY LAND-GRANT INSTITUTIONS:  Participation in the Food and Agricultural Education Information System (FAEIS) student surveys by 1862 & 1890 Land-Grant institutions is expected to be near  100%  (currently 72 of 77) and is stable and consistent across years.
2. PARTICIPATION BY SPONSORING ORGANIZATIONS:  Board on Human Sciences (BOHS) and Society of American Foresters (SAF) participation is consistently around 95% (currently 94 of 97) of member institutions.
3. NON-LAND-GRANT COLLEGES OF AGRICULTURE (NLGCA):  71 institutions in FAEIS are identified as NLGCA.  The majority of these (46) belong to American Association of State Colleges of Agriculture and Renewable Resources (AASCARR), with 40 participating. Ten non-AASCARR, NLGCA have been added to FAEIS and invited to participate in the last year.   
4. INVITE NEW INSTITUTIONS TO PARTICIPATE: Following the recommendations of the FAEIS peer panel peer panel and the 2009 RFA, 715 Institutions not affiliated with our sponsoring organizations, have been identified, provided with information, and invited to participate. One-hundred-thirty-three of these participated in 2009.   
5. NEW ORGANIZATIONS ON THE PEER PANEL: For the first time since the FAEIS Peer Panel was formed, it now has a representative of Hispanic serving institutions and 1994 Land-grant institutions.
6. SURVEY COMPLETION:  FAEIS Maintained high levels of participation from 1862, 1890, AASCARR, BOHS, CAFCS, SAF institutions.  Dramatically increased participation from 1994 and unaffiliated institutions.  
7. INTERNATIONAL PROGRAMS DATABASE:  With two years in existence, the database now has 166 institutions participating, with over 380 projects logged in to the system.  
8. COLLEGE ENROLLMENT SURVEY:  The college enrollment survey was conducted for the fourth year.  Results were published online and shared with the Association of Public and Land-Grant Universities (APLU) and the USDA.  
9. PEER PANEL ENGAGED: The FAEIS Peer Panel met in November 2009. A list of recommendations was prepared and was addressed. 
10. FAEIS NEWSLETTERS: SINCE JULY, thirteen 2009 FAEIS newsletters were emailed to over 1200 users every month, including one special edition for 1994 Land-grant institutions.
11. FAEIS POSTERS AND PUBLICATIONS: The FAEIS team had one peer-reviewed article accepted for publication and nine abstracts accepted as conference posters during the past year.
12. PRESENTATIONS: FAEIS Team members made presentations at annual conferences of our sponsoring organizations and other organizations, including AASCARR, APLU Academic Programs Section and Summit, North American Colleges and Teachers of Agriculture (NACTA), First Americans Land-grant College Organization & Network (FALCON), Council of Administrators of Family & Consumer Sciences (CAFCS), and University Educators of Natural Resources (UENR).
13. TEACHING WORKSHOPS AND AWARDS WEBSITE: The website was redesigned and new pages added including 2009 and 2010 workshop and awards information. 
14. CUSTOMIZED REPORT BUILDER REQUESTS: The FAEIS Help Desk has responded to numerous requests for customized reports including requests from Congressional members, NIFA. Since July 1, 2009, non-FAEIS users have logged in 267 report builder sessions and generated 1842 reports. 
15. BENCHMARKING SURVEY:  The revised BOHS annual benchmarking survey was published for the 2nd year. Reporting institutions exceeded institution numbers for the first three years of the survey. 
16. TRIENNIAL USER EVALUATION: The Triennial FAEIS User Evaluation was conducted in the summer of 2009 by an outside source. The results were overwhelmingly supportive of FAEIS.The results were analyzed and discussed at the 2009 Peer Panel meeting resulting in improvements to the website, surveys and Help Desk procedures.
17. INSTITUTIONAL DATA REVIEW: Efforts are underway to review all institutional data that is missing and that may be invalid.   Over 100 institutions have been contacted with over 30 complete. 
18. NIFA SITE VISIT: Members of the FAEIS Team visited NIFA to develop relationships with new NIFA partners. 
19. FAEIS TEAM ADDITIONS: Employed 3 PHD students as GRAs and one undergraduate student assistant during the 2009-2010 academic year 
20. HELP DESK: The FAEIS Help Desk sent over 8000 email requests to users and placed over 1000 phone calls to users. Help Desk staff entered data for more than 750 surveys for over 300 Institutions.
